Ice Hockey Tournament Rules

The Kennedy Recreation Center, and the Trenton Hockey Association reserves the right to rule on any matter not specifically covered in the below tournament rules and to make any decision it deems necessary for the best interest of the tournament. 

TEAM ELIGBILITY: Each team must be rostered with USA Hockey. Copy of team roster must be made available to tournament or arena officials if requested. Players with birth year 1997 or younger are eligible. Any team caught using ineligible players will forfeit all games. Team representative must provide player’s names and numbers for score sheet (labels accepted) prior to each game at the registration table. Players who are doublerostered on two teams in the same age division must declare prior to the start of the first game which team they are playing for during the tournament. Once that declaration is made, it can not be changed.
NUMBER # OF GAMES: Each team will play (3) first round games. The top four teams in the age division will advance to the tournament semifinals.  The third, fourth, fifth, and six place teams in each division bracket will crossover and play a consolation game against the same place team in the other division.  Games can start up to (15) minutes prior to stated game time. 

LENGTH OF GAMES: The length of games will depend on age bracket.  All games will consist of  (3) stop time periods with a (3) minute warm-up. No curfew clock. If the goal differential at any time after the end of the 2nd period exceeds 5 goals, the game clock will convert to runtime.  If the goal differential becomes less than 5, stop time will resume. No time outs are allowed in round robin games.  1 time out per team allowed in the semifinal and championship games only.

OVERTIME:  Will only be played in semi-finals and finals if necessary. Overtime (in semifinals and championship game only) will consist of a five (5) minute stop time sudden death overtime period.  If the game still remains tied, a five (5) minute stop time sudden death period of 4-on-4 will be played. If a team should go more than 2 men down in 4-on-4 OT, the opposing team will be allowed to add a player. If the game remains tied, a three-player shoot-out will take place.  Shoot-out rules: One player from each team will take a shot at the opposing goalie, one at a time. (Visiting team shoots first).  At the end of the three shots, the team with the most goals wins the game.  If it remains tied, one additional, different shooter from each team is picked and the same procedure is continued until a winner is determined.  No player can shoot twice unless the entire roster (excluding goaltenders that are dressed) has shot.  Sudden death Overtime for finals will consist of 10-minute periods.  The game will continue until one-team scores.  

FORMAT: There will be two Divisions consisting of equal number of teams.  The top 4 teams determined by points and tie breakers from the entire bracket will advance to the semifinals based on standings.   The number 1 National division team will play the number 2 American division team and the number 2 National division Team will play the number 1 American division team in the semifinal games.  Consolation games will consist of crossover games against the same seeded team in the other division.  Seeding will be based on preliminary round division standings.  
STANDINGS: Division Standings and seeding will be determined as follows.
1. Number of points, 2 for win, 1 for tie, 0 for loss

2. Number of wins

3. Head to Head competition

4. Goal differential.  Maximum goal differential will be 5 per game.

5. Least goals allowed
6. Least penalized

7. Coin Flip
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JERSEYS: All team members must have matching (same color) and numbered jerseys, Home and away.  
USA HOCKEY RULES: will apply in the tournament. Players under suspension by USA Hockey are ineligible to participate in the tournament. Players receiving major penalties for fighting or fisticuffs in tournament games shall be immediately suspended for all games remaining in the tournament.  Players may be subject to additional suspensions by their home governing bodies. Any player or coach receiving a game misconduct penalty shall be suspended for the next tournament game.  Any player, coach or manager who receives a match penalty shall be suspended immediately for the balance of the tournament.  Tournament directors reserve the right to make final decisions regarding the interpretation of all rules and regulations.  All teams are guaranteed four (4) games.

EQUIPMENT:  All players must wear the following equipment: helmet with full face mask, mouth guard, throat guard, shoulder pads, elbow pads, pants, and cup with supporter, shin guards, gloves, skates and stick. 

SPORTSMANSHIP: Unsportsmanlike conduct by player, spectators, etc. will not be tolerated. Players and spectators may be removed from the facility for unsportsmanlike conduct.

LOST OR STOLEN ARTICLES: The Kennedy Recreation Center is not responsible for lost or stolen articles. Please keep all valuables with you or in a secured location. 

LOCKER ROOMS: Locker rooms will be shared by multiple teams. Therefore, locker rooms will NOT be locked. Please secure all of your personal valuables. Please ensure that all garbage is disposed of properly, all urinals and toilets flushed and all showers turned off after use. Persons found damaging or destroying any property will be held liable for all costs associated with repair and/or replacement. 

AWARDS: Individual awards will be presented to the Championship Team and Runner up Team.

REFEREES AND TOURNAMENT STAFF: Referees and tournament staff have the authority to remove any person from the tournament for unsportsmanlike behavior. Persons, who fail to leave the facility when asked, will be removed from the facility by the Trenton Police Department. 

SCORING: Win = 2 Points, Tie = 1 Point, Loss = 0 Points. Tournament standings will be located in the lobby of the Kennedy Recreation Center (just outside the Main Arena). 

CLEARING THE ICE: In order to stay close to our tournament schedule, please have your team exit the ice immediately after each game. 

All DISCREPENCIES WILL BE DECIDED BY THE TOURNAMENT
